However the
emphasis remains on the provision of an effective small lightweight portable display.

On the 21st.July I made my second pilgrimage to the annual Cart Marking Ceremony
held at the Guildhall in the City of London.
For centuries the City of London has exercised its rights to see that all carts and
carriers who ply for hire or trade in the city were licenced.
In 1838 this power was passed to the Keeper of the Guildhall and now every year the
Worshipful Company of Carmen parade their vehicles before the Master Carman to
be “marked”. On each vehicle there is a wooden plaque bearing the City arms and
their unique number upon which a branding iron is use to mark the vehicle. This year
the letter S was used by the Master Carman to denote its licence for 2010.
The ceremony commences at around 10.45 and this year around 47 vehicles took

part. There were horse-drawn wagons, a plethora of classic commercials and bang up



to date electric delivery trucks with modern day lorries. A good number of lorries
were owned by members of the Historic Commercial Vehicle Society.

Opposite the rows of seats for all the dignitaries is a public seating area offering a
splendid open view of all the morning’s events. This is a free public event and for a
classic commercial buff a fantastic day out.

Around 12.30 the public side of the day comes to an end with a procession of The
Worshipful Company of Carmen and their guests into the Great Hall for a champagne
reception and luncheon.

I really am looking forward to next year’s event.

Jim's report not only views a continuance to-day of an ancient custom, but is a
reminder to Scammell enthusiasts of the very earliest days of the firm. Pre Watford
Scammell was based in London with a profitable business building and repairing
horse drawn trade vehicles.

ADVENTURES WITH A PIONEER - OR BOYS & TOYS

How do you move a dead Leyland Octopus chassis/cab out of a storage barn? Easy-
that is if you have a Scammell Recovery, in this case a trusty Pioneer.
The reason for moving the Octopus out will become clear at a later date but the task
itself was not straightforward as the Leyland was at right angles to the door.
To reduce the drag of the rear bogie and also to reduce the tail swing of the back end
of the chassis the front drive was jacked up and held on two straps round an 8” x 4”
RSJ (98 x 196 UIB for younger/ metric readers).

The Pioneer’s jib was then extended to the mid recovery position and a pair of chains
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linked the hand winch hook to the front
of the Leyland. Using mandraulics, and
a fair amount of sweat later, the front
wheels of the Octopus were lifted and
after a short drag chain was fitted
between the tow hook and the front of
the Leyland. The Pioneer eased the
Photo St Davi Octopus gently round and forward into
the doorway of the barn with Dave Spain acting as ears, eyes and generally
controlling the move in his customary quiet, confident manner.

At this point the suspended tow was dropped off and the Pioneer turned to
allow a nose to nose rigid bar tow with the intrepid (foolhardy?- the Octopus cab is
very well rotted!) John Collins steering the Octopus into its new resting place in the
yard with the cab and engine now protected by a sheet.

Built in 1944 the Pioneer could be classified as an OAP and drawing a pension but
doing the job she was designed and built for she performed the task with strength to

spare. One can only ponder how many of today’s Euro 5 micro-chip controlled

creations will still be capable of doing a job of work in 66 years time.

ANOTHER BASSETT-LOWKE MODEL UNEARTHED!

I received an email recently which was simply headed ‘Scammell Scarab’.

I could hardly believe what I was reading — the writer, a Mr Colin Maclean, had in his

possession one of the demonstration models made for Scammell by Bassett-Lowke.

Four others are known to exist of the original twelve produced.

Mr Maclean went on to explain that as a child he lived near Tolpits Lane and his

father worked at the Scammell works for over 25 years where he was the CKD

Manager. He often saw Scarabs on test on the local roads with weights on their
trailers etc and he liked them so much that he
would often go the local mobile library, not to
borrow books, but to look at the Scarab that
towed it around. Then one day in 1963 his
father came home from work with a big box
containing the model Scarab and trailer. On
the box was a label which showed the model
had recently returned from Australia,
unfortunately the box was thrown away many
years ago as it wouldn’t fit through the
owner’s loft hatch.

Believe it or not, this is a model! (Photo MHC) How did Mr Maclean (senior) get hold of the
model? After Leyland had taken over Scammell he was asked to accompany the
General Manager at the time, Mr Thorpe (a Leyland man), to a separate location
where Scammell stored some redundant parts, this was at the Metropolitan Line
railway station in Croxley Green. Mr Maclean was asked to sell off the parts for
which there was little demand and also to dispose of the Scarab models which were
stored there to whoever wanted them. So, he took one for his son, one for his son’s
friend and gave the remainder to other managers for their children. Mr Maclean
added there were also models of a tank transporter and a Mechanical Horse which

were given away at the same time, I wonder if they survive?
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So, this model has had just one owner since leaving the factory and is still painted in
its original livery of dark blue cab and cream trailer. It is a left hand drive version but
has the single headlight and rather interestingly has the horse’s head facing in the
right direction whereas the one is reversed in the early advertising material. Maybe
Bassett-Lowke produced this model at a slightly later date?

The History of Scammell Lorries, Part 16, 1950 - 54: The Years
of Prosperity and Shortage (Part 2)

With the Rolls engine the tractive effort available with the new gearing gave the
Constructor the potential for real heavy haulage. At its launch at the CV Show in
1952 the Commercial Motor proclaimed “Scammell builds a new Hundred-tonner,
one of the mechanical masterpieces of the show”. In fact, in due course, the firm
rated the Constructor for 150/180 tons GTW, but the show vehicle’s first proper
outing from Southampton to Newcastle with Pickfords in early 1953 was with a “95
ton transporter”. This move was accomplished with success, but sadly the engine
expired terminally on the way back — obviously Rolls were right not to promise
production till 1954! However, much to the Directors’ relief Scammell at last had real
competition for the Thornycroft heavies which were establishing a good reputation in
the oilfields.

It was inevitable that not everyone would be impressed by the new driveline.
Jack Burnell and the Transport Manager, Jimmy James, came upon the now retired
Oliver North in a Hunton Bridge pub not long after the Constructor had been
launched. Asked his opinion of the new vehicle, the great man replied “bloody
rubbish!”

North was evidently uneasy about significant UJ angles as his designs never
demanded much U] articulation. Indeed the steady bearings which located the UJs at
the front of the Constructor’s rear prop shafts had to be carefully adjusted and
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different designs were tried. Some years
later Jack had to attend to a Pickfords
Constructor with driveline vibration, but
the driver reported that following a loud
noise from the rear bogie the vibration

test. had disappeared. Upon examination Jack
found that the top steady bearing had collapsed and was obviously much happier in
its new location than where it should have been! An experimental exercise followed
where the bearing carrier was
provided with horizontally and
vertically-slotted holes so that it
could be micro-adjusted to
minimise the vibration.
Production commenced in
1953 but for the reasons outlined
above early vehicles had to be
fitted with the Meadows diesel e ety Seneiucori HerinHarperun boem ecorery eqspment
until the Rolls engine (now called the CONFL — C range, Naturally-aspirated,
auxiliaries on the Left side) became available in production quantities the following
year. Fortunately, its price had fallen and its output had risen to a useful 185 bhp at
2100 rpm. This governed speed gave the Constructor a good turn of road speed -
typically more than 30 mph - for unladen operation. It soon became established as an
export heavy haulage tractor (see
photo 3), recovery vehicle (see
photo 4) and in the Oilfield world
(see photos 5 and 6) where as a
long-wheelbase flatbed it rapidly
overtook the Mountaineer due to its
superior carrying capacity of 20

in two wheelbases, 15°9” for tractors and 21°9” for the 20 ton oilficld. These vehicles

were however just the first members of a family of Constructors which would grow

as the 1950s progressed.

The Constructor did not

become a well-known sight on
British roads until the heavy-
haulage version was launched in
1955, however well before this
the MoD was an early customer
for several hundred ‘20-ton’

Another military customer was the Dutch Army who had a fleet of
Constructors equipped with cab rear doors (see photo 7).

Neil Ratcliff recalls that the Constructor had another application — if one was
available, Sid Fossey and Arthur Williams would take it to collect the wages from the
Bank in Watford High Street as it was unlikely to be a victim of a hold-up!
Meanwhile, the needs of the UK day-to-day haulage market were still served as they
had been prior to the war by the 15 ton MU and the Rigid-eight, and as observed
earlier, these were not
priority vehicles at this
time. A new customer
was Esso (see photo 8)
but Shell was not pleased
that MUs available in
1953 would have to wait
18 months for their

which point these would cost 10% more! As if this state of affairs was not bad

enough, pay rates in the industry were rising quite fast at this time and the refusal of a

15% wage claim by the workforce resulted in some sporadic but short-lived strikes.
The severe straight lines of the coach built cab of the MU had been softened a
little but it still retained a narrow parallel bonnet until 1954. At the CV Show of that
year the 17 ton MU was launched to take advantage of the forthcoming increase of
GTW from 22 to 24 tons with a maximum axle weight of 9 tons. The only visible
changes were to the cab which had larger doors and better insulation, and according
to the Commercial Motor looked ‘more modern’, with a full width bonnet tapering to
the radiator and flush lamps built into the flat-top wings (see photo 9). Engine choice
(in theory) was still 6LW or
6DC630.

The bulk of sales of this vehicle
were into the specialised liquid fuel,
gas, food and cement tank and
hopper businesses where Scammell
supplied the carrier which was still

10) comprised a cast steel

crosspiece on the top of which

was a circular track of ‘anti-

friction’ lining to take the

imposed load. The casting was

Photo 10.

supported on the MU chassis

crossmember by a bonded spherical rubber mounting either side. These allowed

limited fore-and-aft and lateral articulation. Safety brackets retained the crosspiece if
the rubbers failed. The vertical pivot pin
engaged with the centre hole of the
‘turntable top half” (see photo 11) which
was a substantial circular pressing
bolted to the underside of the carrier.

In photo 12,

showing a line-up of tank carriers, a pile of turntables awaiting fitting is seen propped

against a pillar.

The show vehicle’s carrier

was equipped with the ‘parallel

link tandem axle’ non-reactive

two-spring underslung

suspension but the pre-war

trailing-arm rubber suspension

could still be specified — with

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drive axle of the MU. The front axle would carry 8.25x20 tyres to provide the
idiosyncratic look of 1950s Scammell artics such as the Esso vehicle.

For overseas markets that needed a 4x2 it had been a straightforward job to fit
the Willenhall cab from the Mountaineer and Constructor to the 15/17 ton MU
chassis in place of the UK coach built unit. The “Oilfields 4x2”” name was reprised
for a heavy version with the Mountaineer’s wide drive axle with 14.00x20 twin tyres.
For the 1952 Commercial Motor Show, presumably to attract visitors to the stand, an
‘American styled’ variant of the 15 ton MU with a 4300 US gallon tank (see photo
13) was exhibited. Unsurprisingly, it remained the solitary example.

The Rigid-eight was
causing unease in the board
room. A long-standing
director, Major Renwick,
whose company Fisher
Renwick had lost a driver in a
Rigid-eight accident involving
the defective front axle beam

‘most unsatisfactory and unsafe’. In 1951 the firm had to replace 150 sets of front
axles on the fleet operated by the Road Haulage Executive (fore-runner of BRS) and
the chairman observed that the future lay in artics and specials, not Rigid-eights!
Coincidentally, in 1954 two of Costain’s Mountaineers lost front wheel assemblies
when the swivel housing (chalice) castings broke. It was discovered that the foundry
had been supplying faulty housings for some years, and if this was not bad enough,
the chalice was also used on Constructors and Explorers and some 1700 vehicles
might be affected. Deciding that a campaign was not justified, it was felt that few
vehicles were in use in the UK, and ‘if the driver received warning that something
was amiss he would stop’ — modern Health and Safety views might differ!

Despite the supply difficulties much effort was put into streamlining

production at this time, using the popularity of the shares (which were paying



dividends of 10 to 12%2% in the early 1950s) to raise the necessary funding by
making two new issues which raised some £300,000. There was insufficient capacity
in the main factory block to assemble enough ‘heavy’ vehicles so to create more
space two new buildings were erected — a new shop for axle, gearbox and winch
assembly just behind the main block, and a new paint shop alongside the allotments
(see aerial view). The machine shop was modernised in 1954 by replacing the
overhead line shafting (driven by a 6LW engine) by individual motors on each
machine.

Some of the new money was used to purchase from the Council 2.4 acres of
land fronting Tolpits Lane and an additional 8.3 acres leased (because the Council
would not sell) to safeguard future expansion.

However all this activity was soon to be eclipsed by the events of 1955.

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SCAMMELL RESTORATION
The second instalment of James Knight’s on-going restoration report.
1948 SCAMMELL 20LA BALLAST TRACTOR
CHASSIS NUMBER 6576

The Gardner 6LW engine was the next job and was completely stripped. We
discovered that the inlet manifold was full of nuts and the aluminium sump was full
of holes so this was for the best. It turns out that the nuts belonged to a mouse that
had made his nest in the top of piston 5, I didn’t think the valves opened that far.
(This sounds like a sequel to our last film — ED)

The engine internals were in good condition so we only needed to hone the cylinders
and fit new rings, the valves needed

grinding too. The outside of engine

was a different story about 30 years of

standing outside had not done it, or me,

any favours.

We decided that the finish on the

engine would need to be maintenance

free so polished aluminium was out of

the question. Craftmaster paint had the

answer with their aluminium engine paint that will withstand oil, diesel and heat; it
had to be sprayed on to give a good finish. The results looked good, they also
supplied the Gardner Green.

The level of corrosion was so bad, after the engine had been stripped of all
important internal components the main parts were reassembled. All the holes sealed
up, then it was sent away for blasting.

The sump was replaced with a second hand one from a Scammell RS. This
was another one of those little jobs that in my mind seemed so simple but when it
came to it was not. The R8 was parked on soft ground so to get access to the bolts at
the back of the sump we had to dig a hole large enough for me (all 6’4 and not so
slim) to wriggle through. The oil had to be drained before the sump could be prized



off the engine. It was then discovered that part of the front axle was fouling the sump
and stopping it dropping enough to clear the lower part of the flywheel housing. Ted
loosened the nuts on the brace allowing it to drop about '42” which was all that was
needed. Then I had to get out pulling our new prize behind me. All that was left was
the small job of refitting my old sump to protect the R8’s engine.

The engine is being slowly rebuilt; it’s taken a number of months as parts
become available. A very good source of Gardner engine parts is David at Gardner
Enthusiast I have found his prices and service most agreeable.

Something I have discovered as this restoration has progressed is that I have
met and made friends with lots interesting and knowledgeable people who are more
than willing to spare a little time and give you some advice that may help you along
the way.

The engine number dates this engine late 1947 and the crankshaft date
confirms this. This could be the original engine.

The fuel tank condition was not too bad compared to the rest of the lorry.
There were a few holes on the top which
required cutting out the rotten metal and
welding back a replacement. The step on
the side had been hit at some time and
pushed into the tank. This took a bit of tea
drinking and thinking about to come up
with the solution to pull out the dent.

Using a engine hoist as support and

restraining the tank with ratchet straps, two 20mm holes were drilled in the step to
allow D shackles to be fitted. With another ratchet strap pulling to the other side of
the hoist the dent came out, easy!

The battery box had completely rusted leaving a paper thin frame. This was
copied and rebuilt. The wooden battery boxes did not survive well either but again
enough was left to enable me to copy.

The gearbox was steam cleaned to remove the years of grease and dirt. We
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opened up the gearbox to check for water damage. After cleaning the oil pump and
sludge trap it was good to see that the years of standing had not aged it badly. I was
worried because when the PTO was removed water had been allowed in, but no
damage done. A plate was cut and drilled to cover the hole. The external oil feed
pipe needed a replacement fitting where it entered the rear of the box. It’s now
waiting for blasting and painting before refitting.

The metalastic drive couplings were in a really poor state, the aluminium parts
had turned to dust which just crumbled away. I spent a lot of time trying to find
replacements, I found a few but the people that owned them where not willing to part
with them as they are so difficult to find. So I decided to get some made which
worked out well. If anybody is looking for replacement drive couplings give me a
call 07734 847219.

The radiator was in poor condition as were most parts that had been sitting
outside for nearly sixty years. The front grill was removed and all the tubes so that
the rest could be shot blasted to remove all the corrosion then bead blasted to smooth
the surface after shot blasting. There was a crack in the base that had to be welded to
make it water tight again. After the weld had been ground flat, I thought I would
push the boat out and have it polished. It looks fantastic. The front grill was past
saving so using what was left of the original some metal was folded and welded and a
new grill was made and it looks just like the old one. This we decided to get zinc
plated as there were lots of places that will be very hard to stop rusting with paint.
This was just a small part but very satisfying when it was finished.

This Scammell is still a long way from being finished so It could be some time before

the next instalment.

Having just got back from my holidays at the seaside I was delighted to find in
the post bucket my copy of the Register Newsletter. [ am delighted that my short
scribble brought in the reaction that you predicted.

[ want to state straight away that I am NOT an historian, not even a would-be.
Everything I know about Scammells I read in a book or one of my Scammeller
friends told me. [ am just an owner-enthusiast but that is probably not the most
politically correct thing to say in Register company. Some people have described me
as a s...-stirrer, which is probably nearer the truth. (Not to worry Nicky, you are not
alone; I have Dave Spain on this team —ED)

I seem to have upset Geoff Clarke and if this is the case I apologise profusely.
I also humbly accept his rap over the knuckles for having accepted "probable" as
"fact." I am fascinated to hear the 100 tonner suspension rubbers described as
"Spencer-Moulton." When I was at school, many moons ago, a Mr Moulton invented
a new type of bicycle and the rubber suspension of the BMC 1100 car. He must have
been at school himself when he did the 100 tonner rubbers, or was that his father?
John Fadelle diplomatically brings me to realise that [ was quite wrong to contest
Nick Georgano's statement that rigid four and six wheelers were not (officially) built
until 1928 or 1929. I can understand now that the rare vehicles remembered and
pictured earlier are to be considered more as ‘prototypes’ delivered to certain
favoured customers rather than main line production models.

Thanks Nicky and to Geoff and John for joining with the stirring, it has all made for a
much clearer picture once the sediment has settled. However my very basically

portrayed sketch outline of the history of the genre of vehicle spawned by the Fiat
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20B was obviously far too concise to be clear, so [ must apologise for my confusing
brevity and amplify my comments to clarify the overall view I was attempting to show.

The last thing [ want to do is to go banging on about other, particularly non-
British other, vehicles in a Scammell dedicated publication. In taking a quick look I'm
afraid I may have given too short an answer and confused everyone else, as Nicky
has pointed out.

The uniforms in the picture give the clue to a military history, not so clear was
my swift run, in paragraph I on page 6 of the July issue, to move on from the Fiat
into the other vehicles that followed rapidly in the wheel prints of this development. [
did not make it plain enough at that point to indicate where I was going. I hope by the
second paragraph it is obvious I am not confining my commentary to Fiats and that
my note in paragraph three underlined the fact that the 20B was only in production
for five years and had been superseded by 1920. It was its expected military service
shelf life that would reasonably have put it, or, more probably, its generic successors,
whatever their make, into the same area of conflict as our Pioneers. I fully accept
responsibility for any confusion that may have arisen due to my whistle-stop ride
through 31 hectic years of automotive history. A period of time when the heavy
military tractor grew into an even more effective all wheel drive unit on the European
mainland.

The rubber crisis Nicky mentions during WWII was felt by all sides.
Interestingly while the Italian African adventure caused their chronic shortage, it was
from Africa that the majority of allied rubber supplies came. The major source for
both Britain and America were the Firestone Rubber Company s massive plantations
in Liberia.

The other point that Nicky raises is one that requires only simple explanation
and I don't need to take a spanking over this one, it's not my fault!

“The Moulton bicycle was born out of my resolve to challenge and improve the
classic bicycle......locked...... into that form since...... the end of the 19th century.”
These were the words of Dr Alex Moulton who Nicky recalls among his childhood
memories. Born in the 1920's (much older than Nicky) he was to become a highly



respected engineer with an international reputation in suspension design based on his
post war work developing rubber suspension for vehicles with his family firm,
Spencer Moulton and Company. This had been started in 1848 by Stephen Moulton to
capitalise on his previously patented developments in rubber production. Late in

1861 he patented a suspension unit comprising of a coiled spring embedded in a
rubber block (does this sound familiar Geoff?) principally aimed at the railway
market. This was so successful that the production of railway - related products by
Moulton's company rose from 30% of gross output value in 1860 to 85% by 1890.
Moulton died in 1880 and the company amalgamated with George Spencer of London
becoming Spencer Moulton in 1891. By now the company was producing strong
reliable suspension products. No wonder Scammell were to become customers. It was
sold to the Avon rubber company in 1956. Alex, Stephen's great grandson, formed
Moulton Developments and continued developing suspension systems for motor cars
including the Mini rubber suspension. (This was to become the Hydrolastic system
not only used by the 1100 and 1300 Austin / Morris range but through the Rover 100
into the MGF sports). In 1962 the Moulton bicycle was launched as Nicky

remembers.

I hope this clears up all the points Nicky raised, except what happened to his
DVDs ordered from our Merchandising Olfficer. We can only assume someone
somewhere is enjoying them, courteously of some international postal hiccup. Carol
received new stocks last week and replacements were posted to Nicky, which he has

since confirmed have arrived. — ED
